Background:

The purpose of this Request for Proposal is to solicit professional firms who can provide
Travel Services to the district. Three hundred sixty one (361) Prospective Vendors were
sent Notices of Request for Proposal. Of the 361, five (5) responded. Of the five, four
were deemed most advantageous to the district by the evaluation committee:

The purpose of this Request for Proposals was to solicit vendors to provide the Yuma
Union High School District with Travel Services. The District is recommending a
multiple award to 4 firms. This decision is based on the area of expertise as each
company specializes in a different service.

This RFP was developed and issued on May 8, 2008. YUHSD is the lead district for this
cooperative solicitation. In accordance with R7-2-1191 — R7-2-1192, participating
districts and public entities who are members of the Strategic Alliance of Volume
Expenditures (SAVE) and the Yuma Educational Purchasing Association (YEPA) have
chosen to “piggyback” off of the results of this RFP. Future SAVE and YEPA members
may also have the same opportunity to “piggyback’” off of the results of this RFP.

The award of the contract under this bid will result in a multi-term contract to cover
Travel Services for the upcoming year with the option of four (4) annual renewals. In
accordance with School District Procurement Rules R7-2-1093, before the use of a multi-
term contract, the Governing Board must make a written determination that it is
appropriate to do so.

It is recommended that the Governing Board make the following written determination
that:




1.  The estimated requirements cover the period of the contract and are reasonable
and continuing. Travel Services will be required on a continual basis so it is
reasonable to have the option of four (4) annual renewals with this contract.

2. The use of the subsequent multi-term contract will serve the best interests of the
school district by encouraging effective competition or otherwise promoting
economies of scale in school district procurement. Using a multi-term contract for
these services, provided for effective competition among offerors and promotes
economies of scale by providing for a potentially longer relationship between the
district and awarded vendor.

3. If monies are not appropriated or otherwise made available to support
continuation of performance in a subsequent fiscal period, the contract shall be
canceled and the contractor may only be reimbursed for the reasonable value of
any nonrecurring costs incurred but not amortized in the price of the materials or
services delivered under the contract or which are otherwise not recoverable. The
cost of cancellation may be paid from any appropriations available for such
purposes.

RECOMMENDATION:

Approval of the written determination for a multi-term contract and the approval of
award for RFP-70-08-16-5 to Harris Tours & Charters, Carlson Wagonlit Travel, School
Tours of America and EF Educational Tours as noted in the background.

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The following required provisions shall be and are included and shall not merge in any contract
arising out of this procurement. By submitting a response to this procurement the responder
agrees to be bound by these required provisions terms and conditions, notwithstanding any
subsequent contract. All contracts arising from this procurement shall include this RFP as an
enforceable part of the contract.

1. INSURANCE
Offeror agrees to maintain such insurance as will fully protect Offeror and the Consortium from
any and all claims under any workers’ compensation statute or unemployment compensation
laws, and from any and all other claims of any kind or nature for damage to property or personal
injury, including death, made by anyone, that may arise from work or other activities carried on,
under, or facilitated by this Agreement, either by Offeror, its employees, or by anyone directly or
indirectly engaged or employed by Offeror. Offeror agrees to maintain such automobile liability
insurance as will fully protect Offeror and the Consortium for bodily injury and property damage
claims arising out of the ownership, maintenance or use of owned, hired or non-owned vehicles
used by Offeror or its employees, while providing services to the Consortium.

Successful offeror may be required to provide proof of and maintain comprehensive general
liability insurance with a limit of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000
aggregate coverage with a deductible of not more than $5,000 and naming Yuma Elementary
School District No. 1 and/ or Yuma Union High School District No. 70 and Members of the
Yuma Educational Purchasing Association “YEPA” AND Strategic Alliance of Volume
Expenditures as an additional insured party.

Successful Offeror will be required to submit proof of and maintain Worker’'s Compensation and
Employer’s Liability Insurance as required by law.

2. SAFETY
Offeror, at its own expense and at all times, shall take all reasonable precautions to protect
persons and the Consortium property from damage, loss or injury resulting from the activities of
Offeror, its employees, its subcontractors, and/or other persons present. Offeror will comply with
all specific job safety requirements promulgated by any governmental authority, including without
limitation, the requirements of the Occupational Safety Health Act of 1970.

3. EVALUATION SCHEDULE
The proposals will be initially evaluated for conforming to the requirements of the RFP. Then a
technical score will be given. The proposals with the highest scores may be asked to provide
additional information and/or be interviewed to determine the best interests of the Consortium.

4. TERMS OF AWARD
It is the intent of the Consortium to award a multi-term contract. The contract period will be one
(1) year from the date of award with the option to renew annually for up to four (4) additional
years. If all conditions are met during this period of time, this contract can be extended,
however, no contract exists unless and until a purchase order is issued each fiscal year.

5. SINGLE/MULTIPLE AWARDS
The Consortium reserves the right to make a multiple award to more than one supplier. The
award will be limited to the least number of suppliers that the Consortium determines is
necessary to meet the needs of the Consortium’s member districts.
The Consortium reserves the right to make a multiple award at the discretion of the Governing
Board.
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6. AWARD BASIS

The successful proposal will be determined by Evaluation Criteria including but not limited to
pricing, or other incentives offered. RFP’s are awarded to the most advantageous proposal
offering as determined by the Consortium using the Evaluation Criteria listed within this
document. Discussions are allowed in the RFP process.

Any deviation from the general terms and conditions or exceptions taken shall be described fully
and appended to the solicitation form, “Deviations and Exceptions” or on the offeror's letterhead
over the signature of the person signing the Offer and Acceptance form. Such appendages shall
be considered part of the offeror’s formal offer. For the absence of any statements of deviation or
exception, the Proposal shall be accepted as in strict compliance with all terms and conditions.

If a contractor receives an award, an order is placed and contractor is unable to meet the delivery
requirements, meet service requirements, or material that meets the Consortiums needs as
outlined in this Request for Proposals, or is unable to hold Proposal price, or fails to provide
product or service within a reasonable period of time, AND/OR fails to provide product complying
with RFP specifications, as determined by the Consortium, the Consortium reserves the right to
go to the next lowest Proposal price of equal quality which meets RFP specifications. If the
proposal item delivered does not meet specifications or is received in an unsatisfactory condition
and is in a damaged or unusable condition, or if service is unsatisfactory, contractor must pick up
item immediately and replace to the Consortium’s satisfaction at no additional charge, or issue full
credit, for service a return visit must be re-scheduled within 24 hours. Rejected items must be
removed from the Consortium’s premises by the vendor upon verbal natification.

7. EVALUATION CRITERIA LISTED IN THE RELATIVE ORDER OF IMPORTANCE:
7.1.1. Quality of Services Offered — The overall quality of offered group travel related services.

Areas for review include capacity and capabilities of firms to deliver enriching itineraries that
maximize travel budgets and student experiences. The ability of firm to present packages
that minimize risk to District, staff and students. The overall value of response given to the
attached questionnaire shall also be considered. The various value added services offered
by firm that ensures efficient and affordable travel.(250 pts)

7.1.2.  National/lnternational Tours- The quality of offered national and international tour related

services. The ability of firm to present national and international travel tour packages that
include transportation, meals, accommodations and other typical travel requirements. (200

pts)

7.1.3. Expertise of Offeror — The ability of the submitting firm to designate qualified and

experienced personnel to support the specified program. The qualifications and experience
of key personnel shall be reviewed. The general knowledge, planning, organization and
implementation skills of key coordinators shall be evaluated.(175 pts)

7.1.4.  Experience of Offeror — The overall experience of firm in being able to demonstrate a level

of competence in performing similar services to clients comparable to the Yuma Union High
School District and Yuma Elementary School District. Success of firm in performing services
in school related environments shall be considered. (150 pts)

7.1.5. Cost — The overall cost of travel related services shall be considered. While cost is a

significant factor in considering the placement of the awards, it is not the only factor. The
award will not be based on price alone, nor will it be based solely upon the lowest fees
submitted. The ability of firm to receive favorable discounts and fees for lodging, airfare,
event fees, etc... The ability of firm to offer competitive and reasonable mark-ups for
services offered. (100 pts)
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7.1.6. Responsiveness — The ability of the firm to present a quality response to this RFP including
all required information at time of proposal submittal. (75 pts)

7.1.7. References — Any information obtained by the District from offeror’s references or other
clients. (50 pts)

8. BILLING
All billing notices must be sent to each Consortium member’s accounts payable as shown on the
purchase orders. All invoices shall identify the specific item(s) being billed. Any purchase order
issued by a Consortium member or a member of the “YEPA” or “SAVE” will refer to the RFP
number of this solicitation.

9. CLAUSE
Payment will be allocated in the following manner by each Consortium member. Payment will be
made after services are received and after receipt of an invoice.

10. PROCUREMENT CARD

Certain districts with YEPA and SAVE may utilize a Procurement Card program to both improve
and expedite the purchasing and payment process. Upon implementation, the District will be
asking Vendors to offer a prompt payment discount taking into consideration receipt of payment
within seventy-two (72) hours from time of payment processing. This program is only available to
Vendors that are not 1099 reportable to the Internal Revenue Service. Any costs or charges to
the Vendor will be based on the transaction dollar amount and is from the Vendor’s servicing
bank. The Vendor should contact their bank to arrange for the acceptance and information
concerning any charges to use this program.

The advantages of accepting the Procurement Card for payment are as follows:
A. The Bank pays the vendor in 48 to 72 hours versus 30 days.
B. The Vendor does not have to carry that transaction in their account receivable.

11. PRICE CLAUSE
After initial contract term and prior to any contract renewal, the Consortium will review fully
documented requests for price increases that could not have been foreseen or predicted for
Travel Services and may at its sole option accept any changes or cancel from the contract those
items concerned. The vendor shall likewise offer any published price reduction, during the
contract period, to the Consortium concurrent with its announcement to other customers. All
price adjustments will be effective upon acceptance of the Consortium.

Upon receipt of the notification the Consortium will review with vendor, by the Consortium’s
choice either in person or over the phone the changes. The adjustments will go into effect for any
new purchase orders. The Consortium will notify YEPA and SAVE by email of the changes.

12. AWARD
It is expected that the award for this contract will be made in August, 2008.

13. SMALL ORDER EXCEPTIONS
Within the duration of this contract, there will be times when a singular, low balance item will
appear that is low in quantity or needed immediately and small in price. In this case, the
Consortium’s process of preparing a purchase order may far exceed the cost of the item(s) being
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ordered. In such situations, the Consortium reserves the right to attach the small quantity/small
priced item to the purchase order of another awarding vendor. This scenario is a random and
infrequent situation and all awarding vendors may have equal opportunity, within the duration of
the contract, to have an add-on item included in their purchase order.

14. LOBBYING
PROPOSERS ARE HEREBY ADVISED THAT LOBBYING IS NOT PERMITTED WITH ANY
CONSORTIUM PERSONNEL OR BOARD MEMBERS RELATED TO OR INVOLVED WITH
THIS RFP UNTIL THE ADMINISTRATION'S RECOMMENDATION FOR AWARD HAS BEEN
SUBMITTED TO THE GOVERNING BOARD. ALL ORAL OR WRITTEN INQUIRIES MUST BE
DIRECTED THROUGH THE PURCHASING DEPARTMENT.

Lobby is defined as “any action taken by an individual, firm, association, joint venture,
partnership, syndicate, corporation, and all other groups who seek to influence the Governmental
Decision of a Board Member or ANY Consortium Personnel after release and prior to the award of
this contract by all entities.” Any Proposer or any individuals that lobby on behalf of Proposer
during the time specified will result in the rejection and disqualification of said proposal.
